	Summative Assessments (Tests and Presentations):  You will be evaluated on your ability to read, write, listen, and speak Spanish.  You will have four or more assessments for each thematic unit. You will be assessed on your speaking skills.  If you miss an assessment due to an excused absence, you are expected to make arrangements within 2 days of your return.  Previously announced assessments will be taken on the day of your return to school. Previously announced projects are due ON the due date.  Assignments turned in late without an excused absence will result in a 10 point penalty per day late.  

Formative Assessments (Quizzes):  Announced or unannounced assessments will be given on a regular basis. If you review the material regularly you should have no problems with any assessment.  These assessments may include listening, speaking, reading, and writing or a combination of these.
Daily Work: Assignments done in class will not be accepted late and you will receive a grade of zero for that assignment. Homework may be turned in a day late for half credit.
